HURRICANE WARNING AND/OR MANDATORY EVACUATION
Plan for the worst

Stay and you are on YOUR OWN (No assistance from Town, etc.)


Employer cannot direct employees to work (legally/liability)

wind 74 to 95 mph     



Cat 2
wind 96 to 110 mph



Cat 3
wind 111 to 129 mph          



Cat 4
wind 130 to 156 mph
When leaving TG for more than a week during hurricane season

Call Office to have water shut off – 561-747-1836


UNIT OWNER must:



Secure hurricane shutters



Empty refrigerator



Remove furniture from porch and walkway



Secure toilets per normal procedure
Plan ahead

Full gas tank in car


Prescription medicine on hand


Radio, flashlight and batteries


Have non-perishable food and drinking water on hand
Expect

No emergency support from town/state during storm


No electricity for days or weeks (Cat 1 or 2)



No refrigerator and no air conditioner



No cell phone charging and pools are closed


No electricity for weeks (Cat 3). May have running water but may not be potable.


No drinking water 


Structural damage



Cat 3 – significant structural damage to roofs



Cat 4 – entire roofs gone from buildings


Flooding – a concern with a Cat 2 hurricane
Unit owners, renters and employees decision with Hurricane warning and/or evacuation order

Stay – each unit owner provides for their own safety and safety of others


Go to a local shelter


Leave town early – traffic
Safe to return

Water ON and electricity ON


No structural damage
TG employees

Return ASAP, inspect buildings, property and wire damage and safety


Repair damage, hire contractors as required (electricity on)


Open pools, clubhouse and office


Replace pool and BBQ area furniture
